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Courtesy is the first of 6 tenets 
of Tae Kwon Do. It must be 
shown by the Tae Kwon Do 
student at all times to any living 
being. Respect must be shown 
to  the  Master  Instructor,  In-
structors,  higher  ranking  stu-
dents, and fellow students while 
in the Do-Jang, outside of the 
Do-Jang,  to  parents  without 

question,  family,  nation, 
friends, and co-workers. He/ 
she  who  dose  not  respect 
another  will  not  earn  the 
respect of others. We simply 
say ‘Give and Take’. You 
respect them first  from in 
your heart, they will see your 
true mind , and you will get 
respect from them.  If you 

want to teach your children 
‘Courtesy’ in the best way, 
Please  always  show  your 
children how do you respect 
your  parents  and  elders 
around your family  first in 
front  of  children.  the first 
step of learning is watching. 
Your children will  act ex-
actly like what you did.
